	COPS Update – Judy Briscoe
· Wholesale Operations would like to discontinue the Client Data Reports
· Ted – would need to capture requirements….

· Scope doc approved for COPs.  To be presented at TAC by BJ Flowers

· UFE TF – will now be under COPs.  Oct 19th Rm 168 next meeting (10 AM – 4 PM)

· Discussed allowances for Data Extracts under COPs – this will also be brought up to TAC
RMS Update – Ryan Thomason – from RMS draft minutes:
A. Reporting Relationship of DEWG – Ryan Thomason discussed the current and future reporting structure of DEWG.  Thomason reported that there was lengthy discussion at DEWG and COPS about this issue.  Two options were discussed:

(1) DEWG would dually report to RMS and COPS

(2) DEWG would report solely to COPS with the caveat that COPS update its scope to include the DEWGs charter and that RMS approve this reporting structure

The majority consensus at COPS was for option (2).  RMS approval is needed for DEWG to move under COPS.  Tommy Weathersbee stated that the RMS was not ready to move forward with a motion and that there was no urgency to make this decision.  This reporting structure would not be implemented until January 2005 and is contingent upon COPS becoming it’s own subcommittee.  TAC is currently making a decision as to whether or not COPS will become a subcommittee.    Blake Gross expressed a concern that DEWG will be losing its retail influence and will become more wholesale driven.  Thomason stated that the majority of the extracts that come through the DEWG are retail related.  He suggested that the retail market have more presentation at COPS.  Weathersbee stated that participation is essential to retail market success and encouraged all members to attend the COPS meetings.  

SCR 740 Discussion – Jackie Ashbaugh

· Reviewed slide presentation and the TAC Impact Analysis

· Which connectivity is required – API or direct web service.  MPs need to discuss further.
· If process of comparison was automated – we do not foresee holding data for more than a week.  This is accounting for multiple requests at the same time.  If it were taking longer than this, we would need to consider whether or not this was a beneficial option.
· Comments were only received from TNMP/FCP – alternative to the recoding for missing usage for backdated LSE.  Create logic for determining new data record and sending the new and either 6 or 12 mos prior data automatically.   This would be a large amount of data going out.
· For auditing, the value of OVIDs (ODS Version Identification) – limits large amount of data being exchanged.  

· Final Market Requirements decided by DEWG:
· Programmatic Webservice/API Interface
· Use this in lieu of other options as this can do all

· Create standardized/ad-hoc query functionality

· Capability of producing a full extract

· Can this handle the audit fxnality to know we are getting out of synch? Count files for tables?

·  Provide Usage for backdated LSE Changes (most critical to MPs)

Key Requirement:  Programmatic Interface so long as it encompasses ability to audit, request full extracts and provide backdated LSE Usage.  No OVIDs and no line in the sand with this option.  We will continue to provide extracts as we currently do.

EAA Update
· Re-reviewed information shared last month and comments received since.  Only one MP has reached out stating a need for the information in the IDR/NIDR data completeness report.  ERCOT worked with the MP to educate on where the information can be accessed in the other reports.
· DEWG will be recommending to RMS at a future meeting that this report be discontinued.

· TXUED requested that we start tracking where we have eliminated or condensed reports to show where we have saved resources (both time and money).  We can start this by adding a column to the report matrix to account for any of these changes also.

EDW Presentation

· Reviewed through slide presentation that was presented at COPs.  Looked at existing systems including BI (business intelligence) and limitations.   ETL tool used as seen in slides is informatica.  Reviewed plans for new architecture (RSS, ODS) and future features available.  Please see slides for detail.  Altering how we see data will be done via the user profile.
Dynamic Reports

· Reviewed where the extracts are out on the TML and looked at an overview of stats pulled for July 04 – through September 04.  Discussed leveraging off some of the dynamic extracts that are not being used.

MP Transaction Reports & Extract/Report Matrix – tabled to next month!
New Business
· Green Mountain – Load Extract

· No delete capabilities.  New records can be new or updates and not necessarily be a dupe.  Do not always know when a new insert comes up (no flagging).   Looking at the Load Interval table in the load extract.  It looks like you have the same interval twice with 2 different load times.  Showing ~60% dupes in the mkt interval table.  When we cross over to EDW this should no longer be an issue.  Same tables as in ESI ID extract except that they are named differently.
· EPS extract to go live later this month and then to be released to the market – just a reminder
