	Summary of Event

	Elections for Chair/Vice Chair

·  Anyone interested in running for Chair or Vice Chair of the Data Extracts Working Group can send an email to Ryan Thomason and Judy Briscoe.  Elections will be held at the January Meeting.  

Dynamic Reports

· 63 reports haven’t been used since July 1st.  

· Redevelopment of Dynamic Extracts is part of TML Phase 3.  Troy Anderson has been reviewing these extracts and will send out a list to the group with which market participants can view which extracts.  This effort will identify extracts to be redeveloped that aren’t being used. Pam Dautel is leading up that effort and will be setting up meetings with Market Participants to go through the requirements gathering process.   These meetings will be scheduled in November.  

· Troy Anderson will go through the requirements gathering process with Pam Dautel and bring back to DEWG the list of extracts to be redeveloped and the list of extracts identified to be eliminated.  

· Judy Briscoe suggested that alternate sources to obtain this information provided in the extract be made available for the extracts that are going to be eliminated.  

Siebel Service Order Extract

·  Suzette Wilburn provided an update to the group on SIR 9382.  Currently AREPs who are gaining ESI IDs through Drops and CSA REPs who are gain ESI IDs through MVO to CSAs cannot view these orders on their Siebel extract so they have no way to know the status of these orders except for TML.  The only change identified with this modification is that the submitting CR field will be null in these instances.  There is not a scheduled implementation date yet, but it will not be implemented before January 2005.  

727 – Missing Usage Records

· 124 ESIIDUSAGE records missing across 9 SCR 727 ESIID Extract days since December 2003.  No issues related to SCR 727 extract logic
· ERCOT is working with the TDSP that had identified 4 missing ESIID usage records in their extract.  In researching ERCOT found a specific scenario in the data archive that created this situation The scenario was that ESIIDSERVICEHIST records were inadvertently flagged causing ESIIDUSAGE records to not be associated with an owner in the Data Archive and subsequently not sent out with the extract.  10 reps and 4 TDSPs are affected.  

· Plan for fixing the data should be announced on Monday.  

SCR 740 Requirements Gathering

· ERCOT will begin working on SCR 740 in Q2 2005 after SCR727 is moved from the archive to the ODS.  An effort that should be seamless.  

· Requirements identified today for SCR740 will be taken back to ERCOT for analysis to determine what can be implemented.  In August the group identified the initial requirements, which are reflected in the original SCR, but this SCR needs to be updated to reflect the basic requirement that has been identified.  

· Jackie Ashbaugh reviewed the tables that will be affected by SCR 740 

· ESIID Table which is updated by 814_20 add and delete process

· ESIIDSERVICEHIST Table which is updated with the ESIID Characteristics from the 814_20 and LSE relationship information

· ESIIDUSAGE Table which stores NIDR data from the TDSP sent via their 867_03s 

· ESIIDUSAGE_ Delete Table which is updated by 867_03 cancels 

· LSCHANNELCUTHEADER which is updated with information from the IDR 867_03 meter reads, ERCOT polled Gen Site Load, and calculated cuts by trade date when data is not loaded for an ESIID when performing settlement

· LSCHANNELCUTDATA

· SCR740 could provide service history level information that a MP can distinguish by trade date for time periods between trade dates.  This is information used internally that Jackie Ashbaugh brought up as a suggestion for part of the SCR740 requirements.

Defining Requirement Requests

· Multiple logins for multiple duns – what is you preference?

· At login market participants would only be required to input the DUNS Numbers they want data for.  So if a MP has 6 DUNS Numbers but only wants data for 3 of those DUNS Numbers they would only be required to input those 3.

· Queries

· Whenever data was added in the system.  If it was used in settlement for a specific day

· Select * 

· Trade date specific

· Determine max (addtme) for a record to ensure record used in data aggregation process

· Select * for all current ESH & Usage rows (new ESIID level db)

· Select only pk addtime for current

· Want to verify that db is complete but don’t want to start over again. More for auditing purposes

· Select count (*) for current by tbl (audit)

· Provide pk + addtime and get back row. Don’t return anything if not current – no record found for given pk and addtime (reg ack)

· Give a list or a range of esiids for ESH + usage that is current

· Table selection for single/multiple

· <,>,=.like,<=, >=, <>, between, in, exists, not exists,   for all fields/all tables

· Ray Chase noted that it will be another service response teams on query requests

· For queue status you will either be able to pull that information off the service or ERCOT will provide it to you

· Queries should have the ability to have retractions and cancellations

· Trade date specific with current data as of functionality

· Case Examples

· For a given ESIID provide all ESH & EU & LSH/LSD  - current in source

· Want to be able to know everything possible for this ESIID.  

· Training needs for as of functionality, current queries (to include source records not just last (null stops)), and counts – mps need to provide ERCOT with the type of information they need training on 

· Restrictions on amount of data being requested and frequency. This has to go back to ERCOT

· Ability to create own extract xml query

· Multiple tables at once

· Audit database pull back pkt addtime

· Delivery type specification – what delivery types are necessary?  Report explorer (TML), FTP, email, webservice return (xml, or csv, zip), port & database connection, tibco adapter, CD

· Date bound 727 information – going forward QSE (int query from LSH/LSD) - future

· Functions for GUI should be programmatic web services

· Queue status on request

· User access – not just on a security level but on a user level.  Maybe have a new role assigned to the digital certificate or whatever is used in its equivalent.  

EDW Update

· Old data warehouse has been decommissioned for about a month.  Getting the data out of the data warehouse was difficult.  Current data warehouse uses a third party tool, whereas the new EDW contains all business logic stored in a database, with subject area views. 

· One of the issues within ERCOT is being able to view historical usage without having to go to the source system (if you want to view information 5 months ago).

· Current data archive is loaded once every 24 hours. In the new EDW there is near real time data loading.  Current metrics show a half hour to 15 min to get from source system to replicated source to the data warehouse.

· Data loading and report building.  If it abended there was a lot of manual process to get it running.  With the EDW if something abends you’ll know when and at what point it did so it doesn’t have to be re-run.  You can start from where it last stopped. 

· Because of the human manual intervention there would be a lot of room for incorrect data.  The only place where you could go for 100% accurate data is the source system.  

· Implementation of Lodestar ODS and EMMS ODS is Q1 2005

Darkside Report Update

· Based on comments from MPs, extract is being used – no push for major changes to it.  When researching issues based on data in the extract, if the issue is older that 3 months it is difficult and time consuming. Prefer that issues be reported within 3 months of the receipt of the data.  Bring up at the RMC

New Business

· Judy Briscoe commented about this group becoming a part of COPs.  Carl noted that he believes that this group works well independently

· Data extract variance workshop team (DEV) emails going around with regard to whether there was a need for any meetings. Jackie will send a note to BJ and ask her to include DEWG on the next DEV meeting notice
