Granular Energy strongly supports Nodal Protocol Revision Request (NPRR) 1264 and the establishment of a granular, technology-neutral Energy Attribute Certificate (EAC) framework. This initiative is a crucial step toward a cleaner, more transparent, and efficient energy market. Given that organizations in ERCOT rely on real-time energy tracking and balancing, an enhanced EAC system—incorporating finer time granularity and a broader range of energy sources—will be essential for accurately accounting for grid transactions and increasing the value of EACs for corporate buyers seeking more precise clean energy procurement.

By refining EAC tracking and allocation, this initiative will equip energy suppliers with the granular data necessary to match Texas-generated energy with end-use customer consumption. This advancement will enhance the integrity of clean energy reporting, enable smarter procurement strategies, and foster innovation in new market-driven clean energy products. 

We applaud ERCOT’s leadership in evolving market mechanisms that promote transparency, accountability, and progress in the energy transition. To further strengthen NPRR1264, we recommend making the hour of generation a required attribute under paragraph (2) of Section 14.3.2, Attributes of Renewable Energy Credits and Compliance Premiums. Since generators already track this data, incorporating it would not impose additional burdens on the EAC program. Instead, it would support the scalability of clean power procurement, allowing organizations to pay premiums for temporal matching or enhance the integrity of carbon reduction claims.

Thank you for your leadership on this critical market evolution. We look forward to continued collaboration in shaping a more efficient and accountable clean energy future in ERCOT.
